Angel, my Boxer, born in July 2005. She has been diagnosed with 4 types of cancer on her skin. She was first diagnosed (May 2007) with hemangiosarcoma when she was 2 years old. Stage II Mast Cell in June 2010. She had 6 surgeries in three years to remove these types of cancer (this was before Protandim). With the recommendation on my veterinarian we put her on Protandim. Since she started taking Protandim in August 2010, she has only had 2 surgeries.  Myxosarcoma was taken off her leg in December 2010.  Her last surgery was April 2012, which she was diagnosed with Stage 1 Sarcoma.  We know she still has cancer because the lab report has come back to say the margins were dirty which means the cancer has metastasized beyond the margins. She has also been diagnosed with 2 torn ACLs (which one was surgically repaired before Protandim) and arthritis in her lumbar spine.  She runs around the house like a puppy. She takes no types of cancer meds. She still has cancer but I am looking for a better quality of life verses quantity. Hopefully she will outlive the cancer. She is doing great and you wouldn’t know anything was wrong with her except for all the scars from the surgeries.  She is one happy dog.  She still takes Protandim daily. As of April 10th, 2013 she is in complete remission.  Her labwork and x-rays show no current cancer activity.  March 2013, she was diagnosed with severe arthritis in her right knew due to torn ACL.  She was put on Rimadyl and Tramadol so she would use her leg.  Started her on Canine Health, in 30 days she was weaned off all her pain meds.  As of today, August 6th, 2013, she hasn’t taken or needed any pain meds.
Sweetie, a stray dog that got ran over in my driveway one morning.  A truck ran over her back end/pelvis.  She was paralyzed from the waist down.  When I got her to the veterinarian, she was in shock and did not have any pain response in her back legs.  The veterinarian pinched her back toes with hemostats and she did not pull away to get away from the pain.  With x-rays, the veterinarian diagnosed her with severe hip fractures and a spinal fracture.  Basically her hips were no longer attached to her spine.  There was a discussion of euthanasia since she wasn’t my dog but her sweet face and eyes told me not to give up on her thus the name, Sweetie.  So we gave her the weekend to see if she would live from the trauma.  She came out of the shock.  We also found out with the nerve damage she could not urinate on her own.  So I had to express her bladder three times a day or more.  We started on Protandim twice daily.  Two and half weeks after the trauma, a miracle happened.  She started urinating on her own!  Then we started giving her 1 Protandim a day. I still had to carry her around because she could not support weight on her pelvis.  By 5 ½ weeks she was running on her own with a slight hitch in her gait.  After 8 weeks she was running around like a normal dog. She still takes it daily. I am happy to say she ended up getting a forever home with an awesome family in St. Louis, MO.  God is good!  There is a video of her running around at 5 ½ weeks post trauma on YouTube. 

I have 3 horses taking the Protandim.  One is 32 yrs, 30 yrs, and 17 yrs (boarding).  The two oldest, I saw they were less painful from arthritis and more active.  We still ride the 32 yr old. The 17 yr old was diagnosed with pneumonia which led to COPD (Chronic Obstructive Pulmonary Disorder) or called Heaves.  The people who own her couldn’t afford the steroids she was on so the horse was suffering and couldn’t breathe.  She had lost a lot of weight.  I suggested they try Protandim.  I gave her one a day. Within 30 days she was symptom free.  She has gained all her weight back. She has been on it for 2 years and she has only had 2 flare ups.  One episode, the owners accidentally gave her some moldy hay and the other episode was after getting all her vaccinations for the fair in one day in 2012.  The owners still ride her around to this day.  All three equines are still taking Protandim daily.
